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THE DEATH OF FIDEL CASTRO

Forty-
seven times we find that somebody in the sight of

God “did evil,” and several times it says they
“did evil again.” And then there are twenty-one
times where we read someone did “good” or
“did that which was right in the eyes of God.”

Leadership That Is An Abomination To God
Proverbs 16:12 says, “it is an abomination to
kings to commit wickedness.” The Bible reveals
that Pharaoh, Ahab, Herod, Pilate, and others
used their positions of authority for evil. All of
these men have found out that God was right
when He said, “it is appointed unto men once to
die.” They are also now very aware that they
will appear before the Great White Throne
Judgment, as recorded in Revelation chapter
twenty.
