“l am fully convinced in my own mind
that the doctrine of repentance is the
missing note in many otherwise
orthodox and fundamentally sound
circles today.”

“Our Lord's solemn words, ‘Except ye
repent, ye shall all likewise perish,’ are as
important today as when first uttered.
No dispensational distinctions, important
as these are in understanding and
interpreting God's ways with man, can
alter this truth.”

“No one was ever saved in any
dispensation excepting by grace. Neither
sacrificial observances, nor ritual
service, nor works of law ever had any
part in justifying the ungodly. Nor were
any sinners ever saved by grace until
they repented. Repentance is not
opposed to grace; it is the recognition of
the need of grace. "They that be whole
need not a physician, but they that are
sick." "l came not," said our blessed Lord,
"to call the righteous but sinners to
repentance."

“Shallow preaching that does not grapple
with the terrible fact of man's sinfulness
and guilt, calling on "all men everywhere
to repent," results in shallow
conversions; and so we have a myriad of
glib-tongued professors today who give
no evidence of regeneration whatever.

“The Bible, especially the New Testament, is
the handbook of repentance. It commands it,
it urges it, enforces it, repeats it, drives it in
everywhere. Over sixty times repentance is
enforced. The great doctrine of repentance
occupies a very prominent place in the
teaching of Jesus Christ and His apostles.

All the epistles were written to show men
how to do it, because there is no such thing
as vital communion, fellowship with God,
without it. And | want to speak plainly about
Bible repentance, and | pray God to help me,
for | have not anything pleasant to say. It is far
easier to congratulate than it is to
expostulate.

My business is not to speak smooth things,
but to say some things that you may resist,
fight, get angry with; and you may get angry
with me for saying them, but they are here,
and it is my business to say, ‘Thus saith the
Lord’ There is no intelligent conversion
without an intelligent understanding of these
words. May the Holy Spirit breathe light upon
these truths, and help us to see them! For it is
my business to make you see what God
means when He says, ‘Repent ye.’ | am afraid
that in our zeal to get people into the
kingdom or the Church we have lowered the
standard.
